A-Levels

A-Levels open many doors, such as exploring
subjects you're passionate about, studying at
university, or going straight into work with an
apprenticeship or regular job.

They also provide you flexibility if
you're unsure about your future plans, allowing
you to study three subjects over two years. A

Vocational

Vocational qualifications allow you to focus on

one subject you are really interested in, where you
will learn both theory and practical skills. We offer
Vocational qualifications in levels 1-3, Level 3 is
typically equivalent to studying 3 A-Levels. Studying
this course gives you many options for your future.

Studying T-Levels is the equivalent of studying 3
A-Levels meaning you can attend university, go
directly into employment or pursue further higher
technical study options.
